Betrayal. That is, on political betrayal (such as trea-
son), on social betrayal (such as betraying one’s
class), and on religious betrayal (such as apostasy:
deserting one’s religion for another). By religion, I
predominately have in mind one of the Abrahamic
religions: namely, Judaism, Christianity, and Islam.

But then the question is; why betrayal? Why, of all
the subjects in the world, would I choose the archaic
and arcane notion of betrayal? It seems today that the
idea of betrayal has lost its grip. After all, infidelity as
a breach of sexual monogamy is relegated nowadays,
in liberal countries, to the private sphere of personal
relations, which has very little to do with the law.
Apostasy is rendered, in liberal societies, not as an act
of betrayal, but rather as a basic human right.

Just listen to what the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights, Article 18, says on apostasy: »Every-
one has the right to freedom of thought, conscience
and religion; this includes freedom to change his
religion or belief, and freedom, alone or in commu-
nity with others, and, in public or private, to mani-
fest his religion or belief in teaching, practice, wor-
ship and observance.«
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
